Smoking Ordinance Updates
Existing smoking regulations have been in place since the County and have not been updated with different legislation that has been passed over the years.  The proposal will update the City's smoking regulations to follow state law-- As far as the act of smoking, the city is not proposing any regulation more strict than current state laws.  Key updates include:

· Definition of "smoking" will include use of cigarettes, hookah, cigars, pipes, pens, with tobacco or other plant products (marijuana).
· Secondhand smoke indoor:  prohibition of smoking in private residences used as day cares (child & adult) and in common areas of apartment buildings; all hotels/motel rooms are to be no smoking (this is stricter than state law, but we have 1 motel and it is already operating as a "no smoking" hotel.

· Secondhand smoke outdoor: updating distances from specific outdoor uses such as entrances, outdoor malls, sports events, playgrounds, etc. where a person may smoke.

· Currently state law permits the smoking of medical marijuana in public.  This update will not only prohibit the smoking of medical and non-medical marijuana in all places where cigarettes are prohibited but will be stricter than state law in that it will prohibit the smoking of marijuana (both medical and non-medical) in public places.

· The city currently has stricter regulations than the state on the business side of marijuana (sales, delivery, manufacturing) and there are no changes proposed to those sections.  

Economic Development Incentives 

The city has several incentive programs within the Economic Development Department including design assistance for businesses. This would cover up to $10,000 for design only – not construction, for businesses who are interested. 
General Plan 

Zoning amendments to the General Plan will be considered by the Planning Commission on Wednesday, August 22nd and if approved, by City Council on September 27th.  The City has received many requests to subdivide parcels in areas which operate as one center. This creates multiple owners, making redevelopment   difficult.  

Mitchell Ranch

The Mitchell Ranch residential development is going to city council on August 23rd. 
CHPD REPORT
Lt. David Gutierrez 
Crime January – June 2018
Violent crime is down eight percent. Property crime is down eleven percent. Larceny is down twelve percent. There were 144 fewer thefts from the period of July 2017 - July 2018. 

Business Academy
After the popular Citizens Academy, PD would like to provide a similar program tailored to business owners, managers, and employees. Topics would include counterfeit money detection; dispatch businesses call etiquette; code enforcement issues; pop officer presentations (CPTED); homelessness & Navigator; Secret Service; Active Shooter Training; and demonstrations can be added to increase appeal (K-9, Field tours, ride-a-longs, etc.) An agenda will be revised and presented at next meeting. 
Rental housing Inspection Program
Lieutenant Gutierrez provided an overview of the Rental Housing Inspections Unit Program.

The goals of the program are to require the provision of decent, safe, sanitary, and appropriately

maintained rental properties within the city through enforcement. Routine and periodic inspections

will be conducted of both the exterior and interior of rental housing properties to identify and

correct code violations. The program will provide residents with safe housing, increased property

values and improve quality of life in neighborhoods. Ongoing costs are expected to be

offset by increasing the current $12 rental housing stock fee and by requiring all rental property

owners to pay a $95.00 per property annual registration fee. 
Lt. Gutierrez noted that the unit would not enter premises without tenant approval and the program will include a “tenant rights” education component.  If a property owner refuses entry, the tenant can still request an inspection.   

CATCH Program
(Flyer Distributed) CHPD has a “CATCH” program. Every month, PD looks at hotspots of crime. During the month
of August, CHPD will be focusing on the Sunrise MarketPlace, as a target of interest. The month of July focused on the Auburn Blvd. Business Association and had success with reducing crime in the area.  Christi advised that there has been an uptick of homeless activity at the mall, especially in the evening hours.  
PALM TREE LIGHT PROJECT UPDATE 
Kathilynn Carpenter
· Staff should know in September whether our SMUD Shine Grant $100,000 grant application was awarded or not. 
POP-UP STADIUM PROJECT UPDATE 
Christi Woodards 
· Spinoso was unable to commit to a location at the mall for a three-year period and is unable to provide the promised financial and in-kind support for the stadium and has had to rescind their commitments to the Stadium project. The grant funding of $300,000 awarded to SMP for the stadium has been returned to the City.  
· C. Woodards mentioned that Spinoso is undergoing an internal restructuring. The vendor liens are being cured in the next few weeks. There will hopefully be more information within the next few months on the status of the mall. 
· Staff is strategizing a forward moving plan for the activation of the MarketPlace, which would include a robust 20th anniversary campaign, event programs, and potential implementation of new holiday décor.   Staff will present a years-end 2018 forecast and 2019 draft budget at the next board meeting.
